3. Click ñOKò

Entering References (cont.)

·Author names can be entered two different 

ways: 

ƁFirst Middle Last (ex. Jane Marie Doe)

ƁLast, First Middle (ex. Doe, Jane Marie)

·Enter in as much information as possible

·Leave section blank if no information is 

provided

·No extra punctuation is necessary

·To save the reference, close the box
